Together, the culinary, 

patisserie and wine candidates will then serve a three-course 

meal paired with wines to notable gourmets, food critics and 

wine specialist. 

 

A final interview will be conducted to assess candidates on their 

“attitude”, enthusiasm and drive, to ensure that the only most 

talented is given an opportunity to embark on this journey.
